1. Driver behind, and management of the 

framework 

- Tool for European policy vs. International 

standards of environmental declarations 

2. Communication vehicles 

- (Removed from final PEFCRs) vs. Declarations 

3. Technical details in modelling requirements 
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Three similarities EPD and PEF 

1. Product perspective 

2. Comparability through common methodology 

3. Overall goal and purpose 
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Single Market for Green products: 

“The general objective of the EU 

action in this area is to contribute to 

improving the availability of clear, 

reliable and comparable information 

on the environmental performance of 

products and organisations to all 

relevant stakeholders, including to 

players along the entire supply 

chain.” 

 

General Programme Instructions: 

“The International EPD® System has, 

as a main objective, the ambition to 

enable and support organisations in 

any country to communicate 

quantified environmental information 

on the life cycle of their products in a 

credible, comparable, and 

understandable way” 



2013-2018 

PEF Pilot phase 
• Definition and calculation of benchmarks 

• Improvement of LCIA indicators 

• Made available purchased LCA data 

• … 
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EPD, standards, harmonisation and best LCA practice 
• Much increased availability of EPD data 

• Globalization 

• Use of data in public procurement, building assessment schemes, etc. 

• CEN TC standards – core calculation rules through standardisation 

• ISO/TS 14027 – PCR development 

• ECO Platform – quality assurance via peer review 

• InData and GLAD – common data format and interconnected databases 

• UNEP/SETAC – methodology 

• … 



Upcoming milestone: revision of  

EN 15804 

 Will show if alignment of technical details with 

PEF is possible 

– Impact assessment methods 

– Mandatory inclusion of end-of-life 

– Modelling of biogenic carbon 

– … 

 An implementation phase of new standard will 

be necessary
